Where are we now:  GRADUATION statewide

Oregon now reports the 4 and 5 year cohort graduation rates on the AYP and report cards, and special education uses the same methods of reporting on their Annual Performance report and special education report cards.  
· The state target for both these cohorts was 65% for graduation with regular diploma within 4 years of entering high school, and 70% for graduation rate with a regular diploma in 5 years. 
· The target for the coming two school years will be 67% graduation rate in 4 years and 72% in 5 years.

Data cannot be compared with previous years due to the change in data source and formula required for states to report data based on common definitions.  Changes from the past include who is counted as special education, the time period allowed to earn a regular diploma, and the inclusion of all students who do not earn a regular diploma (such as earning a modified diploma)  as non-completers in the denominator.


What’s happening with DROPOUT statewide?

The State does not set dropout targets for all students, so the Special Education Stakeholders set the 2008-09 target for Special Education students at 3.7.  the Target for 2009-10 is 3.6%.
