Instructions: Follow Up interview 2011
In 2010 the Federal requirements changed for how states measure and report Post School Education Outcomes.  The three measurements, A, B, and C from the text box are now included.  There were changes made to the interview to accommodate the change in definition of competitive employment, higher education, and other education or employment.  The requirement that employment includes 90 cumulative days and education includes a term or semester was added. Former students will be counted in only one of these reporting categories, and counted only in the highest category (with “enrollment in higher education” being highest).  No additional changes have occurred in the questions, although the wordings of some choices have changed.

Education:  

Measurement A Higher Education 
Measurement C Other Postsecondary Education or Training

Measurement A: students who have
· been enrolled on a part time or full time basis in a two- or four-year program
· and enrolled at least one complete term 
This includes students taking non-credit classes, remedial classes, art, or basic skills classes (for example) if they are taken at a 2- or 4- year college or university for one complete term.

Measurement C:  students who have:

· been enrolled for at least one term/semester 
· in an other postsecondary education or training program
This includes but is not limited to:

· High school completion document or certificate classes (Adult Basic Education, GED)

· Short-term education or employment training program (e.g. Workforce Investment Act, adult education, Job Corps, Vocational technical school which is less than a two-year program
· Any formal program (e.g., a program that contains a formal application/approval process), that is at least in part about skill-building and experience-building. This could include Peace Corps, Vista, AmeriCorps programs, and others.

Note:  Students reported as “Other” on Q2 of the follow up questionnaire (description of type of education program) will be excluded unless the answer can be coded into one of the actual choices, so please use “other” only when it does not fit any of the provided choices.
Employment – 

Measurement B Competitive Employment and

Measurement C Some Other Employment
Measurement B: students who have worked for at least 90 cumulative days

· In a company, business, in the military, in supported employment, at a family business, or self-employed 
· For at least minimum wage 
· an average of 20 or more hours a week
If “supported” employment or “self-employed” meets the definition of competitive employment, it is included in Measurement B 
Measurement C: students who have worked for pay or been self-employed for a period of at least 90 days at any time in the year since leaving high school.   For this measure, hour and wage guidelines are not considered.
If “supported” employment or “self-employed” does not meet the definition of Measurement B but does meet the definition of Measurement C, it is included here.

Note:  Students reported as “Other” on Q5 will be excluded unless the answer can be coded into one of the actual choices.
Data collection starts when students have been out of school for 12 months and reflects whether they have been enrolled in higher education, competitively employed, etc. within one year of leaving high school. Data collection should be timed so that students have been out of school for 12 months. 

Example scenarios:
· Can a dropout be contacted at any time after one year has passed from the date the student drops out? For example, for the 09-10 leavers, could a September 2009 dropout be interviewed in October 2010?

· Yes, since the student who dropped out has been out of school for 12 months.

· Can a mid-year graduate (e.g., diploma or GED) be interviewed at any time after one year has passed?

· Yes, since the graduate has been out of school for 12 months.

· For a student who left school on January 15, 2009 should higher education that occurred between January 16, 2009 and January 15, 2010 only be considered?

· Yes, since that is 12 months after leaving school.

· For a student that left in May or June of 2009, is work or training done during the 2nd summer after they left school included?

· NO, only work or training done in the 12 months after leaving school should be included.

Percent of youth who are no longer in secondary school, had IEPs in effect at the time they left school, and were:  (20 U.S.C. 1416(a)(3)(B))


Enrolled in higher education within one year of leaving high school


Enrolled in higher education or competitively employed within one year of leaving high school.


Enrolled in higher education or in some other postsecondary education or training program; or competitively employed or in some other employment within one year of leaving high school.


Note: all students from Measurement A will be added to Measurement B, and all students from Measurement B will be included in Measurement C when setting targets and reporting.
